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Instructions for the Marksman Eagle Rollerball & Fountain Pen

Drills Needed: 31/64 -(Upper Barrel), 27/64 -(Lower Barrel)

1. Cut blanks to proper length (it is recommended to leave an additional .125” on each end of the black for the facing 
operation). The Brass tube lengths are as follows: 

Upper barrel = 1.75” 
Lower barrel = 2.50” 
Important: When facing off the upper blank for the fountain pen, be sure not to remove any length from the 
tube, the nib might get damaged when pen cap is screwed onto the lower barrel. 

2. Drill hole in each blank. The hole sizes are as follows: 
a. Upper tube = 31/64” (12 mm drill will also work) 
b. Lower tube = 27/64” (10.5 mm drill will also work) 

3. Glue brass tubes in the appropriate blank. 
4. Face off the end of each blank and insert the bushings into each end the tubes. 
5. Using a 7mm mandrel or a drive and live center (see Figure 1), place the part on the lathe and turn the ends to 

match the bushings while turning the center part of the blank to the desired shape.  
  

6 Place a small drop or two of epoxy on the bottom of the finial then press or gently tap the finial into the finial cap 
piece. 

7 Place the large end of the tapered spring into the back cap piece and using the brown cap from the refill press the 
spring into the cap piece until it seats. 

8 Press the parts into the Brass tubes as per Figures 2 and 3. ( Small amounts of glue may be used) 
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
